4.  Corridor 17 behind the Town garage has been excavated and graded.

V. Old Business:
1. The Club’s float will be in the Christmas in the Valley parade on 12/14/03.  We decided to send a thank you note to Calpine for its support in preparing the float.

2. Discussion was had about the latest proposal from the Abbott’s about renting the old John Deere garage on their property.  It was agreed that the costs would be too high and Rob will let them know that we’re not interested.

3. Gordon circulated information on a 40’x60’x14’ metal side building for members to evaluate.  Estimated cost of the building materials delivered to the site was $12,000, and it would meet all local codes.  We would assemble the building.  Site preparation, sewer, water, and electrical costs were not included in the price. 

VI. New Business:
1. Rob reported that he’d asked Wm F. Porter to plow the Park and Ride.

2. The first Club ride will occur in January.  Chris Dickson will organize it.

3. Rob encouraged people to be thinking which long time Club member they’d like to honor this year.  Nominations will take place at the January 8th meeting.  Voting will occur at the January 22nd meeting and a presentation will be made at the family field day.

4. The first meeting of the annual Family Field Day committee will be at 6:00 pm at Sam’s Restaurant on January 8th.  The Field Day is tentatively scheduled on Saturday, February 28th.

5. Discussion was had about the Chamber of Commerce’s suggestion that the area snowmobile clubs organize and sponsor a “snow carnival” type of event at Black Mountain in March.  All agreed that we’d be spread too thin with two events and we’d rather apply our efforts to our own Field Day.

6. Rob suggested that we think about the Club purchasing a portable generator.

7. Rob will submit a gaming application to the Selectmen for an ice-out contest.

8. The River Valley Chamber thanked the Club for having the Polar Bears booth set up at the River Valley Expo.
