	2/7/07 - Dan Stearns groomed with a club sled Trail 12 from Route 2 to the Kimball Road.  He and Joe Pelletier groomed Trail 12 from the Kimball Road back to the Red Hill Trail.  They then groomed the Red Hill Trail.  Dan stated that the trails are good along truck roads, but not so good on the wooded sections of trail.
