MINUTES

Date: June 8, 2006
I. The regularly scheduled meeting was called to order at 7:05 p.m. by President Rob Cameron.  There were 12 members present.


II. The Treasurer’s Report was presented by Bob Stickney and accepted as read.

III. The Secretary’s Report was presented by Louise Stickney and accepted as read.

IV. The Trail Master’s Report was presented by Gordon Phillips: 
1. Gordon is still trying to contact Mr. Linkletter regarding creating a new trail over his land for ITS 82 that will take us around the Cissel development.  Bob Stickney will send the GPS coordinates for the current location of ITS 82 to Mr. Berry, the developer for Lem Cissel. 

2. Mike Perry has told Gordon that he will be putting up a gate on his property (on which a section of ITS 82 is located) to restrict summer use.  Gordon will be given a key.  

3. Landowners on sections of Trail 17 will need to be contacted to get permission for making repairs to that trail.  

V. Old Business:
1. Bob Stickney reported that the sales tax on the Tucker had been paid and the registration application submitted.
2. Bob also reported that Municipal Grant application had been submitted on time.  Since all clubs are to be audited this year, it was necessary to send in all receipts.  It is expected that the Club will receive between $16,000 and $19,000 this year.  Robbie suggested that it might be helpful to have a special meeting for trail workers and groomers to learn how to fill out the trail work/grooming sheets which must be submitted with the grant applications.
3. No reimbursement has been received yet for the Club Grant. 

VI. New Business:
1. It was reported that MSA had decided to raise the dues from $10 to $15 without any prior notice.  There has been much concern about this and Jon Holmes and Ron Russell will be attending the next Directors meeting to voice their dissent.
2. The cell phone for the Tucker has been suspended for 5 months.
3. It was decided to continue the subscription for the track phone.  The fee for this phone is $15 every other month.
4. Motion approved to move the Building Fund money into a higher interest bearing account.

5. Rob will check with NewPage to see about the Employee Matching Grant program.

The winner of the 50/50 drawing ($3) was Gene Knox.  He donated the money back to the Club.
