2. The Mahoosuc Land Trust questionnaire was filled out and submitted.  Our response was to emphasize the importance of obtaining easements for snowmobiling in the Mahoosuc/Newry area.
3. It was reported that the proposed bridge project which Mike Worthley had been working on has turned out to be cost prohibitive because of the necessity of removing the lead paint.
VI. New Business:

3. Robbie read the MSA Study Committee Survey questions.  After some discussion, it was decided to table our response to the questionnaire until a subsequent meeting.  Responses are due by October 31.
