3. Motion was approved to allow the Polar Bears’ State grants trail map to be used by Marketing Maps of Maine for its trail map.

4. We decided not to have a booth at Christmas in the Valley.

5. Landowner Appreciation Dinner – Rob will ask Roger Miller to check on available dates at the Eagles.
